ORDINANCE NO. 1999  -  98
AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OF MADISON COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OF MADISON COUNTY, FLORIDA AMENDING ORDINANCE NO. 96-73 TO PROHIBIT OUT-OF-COUNTY RESIDENTS AND COMMERCIAL ESTABLISHMENTS FROM DISPOSING OF REFUSE IN COUNTY GREEN BOXES, AND PROHIBITING IN-COUNTY COMMERCIAL ESTABLISHMENTS FROM DISPOSING OF REFUSE AT COMMUNITY GREEN BOXES SITES; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
WHEREAS, The Board of County Commissioners has enacted Ordinance 96-73; and

WHEREAS, Section 14 of Ordinance 96-73 provides follows:

DISPOSAL SITES

1)
Use Authorized Regulations
All domestic and other acceptable refuse shall be delivered and deposited at authorized disposal sites (Convenience Centers) in accordance with the directions and orders of the Manager of Solid Waste or the representative in charge of operations.

2)
Designation
Public sites approved for the disposal refuse shall be designated by appropriate signs posted near the site.

Such sites shall be maintained in use until permanently closed, at which time additional authorized sites shall be opened and publicized by posting and through the press.

3)
Ownership Of Waste
All materials delivered and deposited for disposal on the property or disposal sites shall be the property of the county.

4)
Scavenging Prohibited
No person shall be permitted to scavenge or reclaim any refuse which has been delivered to a public disposal site for disposal.

5)
Operating Hours
Authorized public convenience centers (sites) operating hours shall be posted at all disposal sites.  During such hours, acceptable refuse generated in the county shall be received for disposal from any resident of the County.  This refuse shall be sorted and disposed in the appropriate containers at the site as directed by the manager of the site.  No garbage, debris, litter may be placed or left on the ground.

Classification Of Refuse For Disposal
(a)
Domestic Refuse - The following types of refuse shall be classed as “domestic refuse” and shall be accepted for disposal:
(1)
Garbage, as defined in Sec. 2

(2)
Refuse, as defined in Sec 2

(3)
Building materials, as defined in Sec. 2

(4)
Business trash, as defined in Sec 2

(5)
Household trash, as defined in Sec 2

(b)
Industrial Waste - The following types of waste shall be classed as “industrial waste” and shall not be accepted for disposal:

(1)
Industrial waste, as defined in Sec.2

(2)
Hazardous refuse, as define in Sec 2

(c)
Building Material - as defined in Sec. 2: shall be accepted of disposal upon payment of a fee which shall be determined by the Manager of Solid Waste and shall be paid at the time such material is accepted for disposal.

WHEREAS, The Board of County Commissioners desires to amend said Section to prohibit use of Madison County solid waste disposal sites, commonly known as “green boxes”, by  residents and commercial establishments lying outside the boundaries of Madison County, Florida; and

WHEREAS, The Board of County Commissioners desires to amend said Section to prohibit in-county commercial establishments from using County green box sites for Solid Waste disposal.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OF MADISON COUNTY:

SECTION 1:

Section 14 of Ordinance 96-73 is hereby amended to read as follows:

Paragraph (7)-The use of County green boxes for solid waste disposal by residents and commercial establishments lying outside the boundaries of Madison County shall be prohibited at all times.

SECTION 2:

Section 14 of Ordinance 96-73 is hereby amended to read as follows:

Paragraph (8)-Commercial establishments located within boundaries of Madison County shall be prohibited form utilizing county green box sites, unless such establishments have received prior written approval from the Manager of Solid Waste to utilize the respective green box sites.

SECTION 3:

REPEAL OF CONFLICTING ORDINANCES
All Ordinances in conflict with this Ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such conflict.

SECTION 4:

SEVERABILITY
The provisions of this Ordinance are sever able, and if any part is declared illegal or void by a court of competent jurisdiction then such part shall be stricken, as if it had never been included herein.

SECTION 5:
